1. Apologies for Absence 

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr Jim Colwell, due to family 
commitments, Cllr  Penny Cole, due to family commitments, Cllr Perry Cole, due to 
family commitments, Cllr David Graeme, due to family commitments and Cllr Anne 
Oxtoby, due to family commitments.  

RESOLVED:   

That, the absences of Cllr  Jim Colwell, due to family commitments, Cllr Penny Cole, 
due to family commitments, Cllr Perry Cole, due to family commitments, Cllr David 
Graeme due to family commitments and Cllr Anne Oxtoby, due to family 
commitments, be accepted and approved.  

2. Declarations of interest  

Cllr Glander declared an interest under agenda item 19 (a), Payments, as he was the 
recipient of one of the payments.  

3. Budget & Precept 

In accordance with Financial Regulation 4.8, “any member with council tax unpaid for 
more than two months, is prohibited from voting on the budget or precept by Section 
106 of the Local Government Finance Act 1992 and must disclose at the start of the 
meeting that Section 106 applies to them” 

There were no declarations made. 

 

4. Dispensations 

There were no requests from Members for a dispensation.  
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5. Councillor Resignation 

(a) The Council was informed of the resignation of Cllr Mally Malham as a member of 
Hartley Parish Council. 

 RESOLVED:  That, 

 the resignation of Cllr Mally Malham, as a member of Hartley Parish Council, be 
received and noted. 

(b) The Clerk reported that a Notice of Vacancy had been displayed on the Parish 
Council’s noticeboard and website on 8th December 2025. 

Members considered a letter dated 5th January 2026, received from the Electoral 
Assistant at Sevenoaks District Council and noted that there had been no requests to 
fill the casual vacancy in the Parish by election. 

It is the responsibility of the Parish Council therefore, to co-opt to fill the vacancy “as 
soon as practicable”. 

 RESOLVED:  That, 

 (1) the letter dated 5th January 2026, received from the Electoral Assistant at 
Sevenoaks District Council, be noted; 

(2) the vacant position be advertised on the Parish Council’s noticeboards, the Parish 
Council’s website, in The Hart magazine and on local social media sites, inviting 
eligible individuals interested in being co-opted as a parish councillor, to complete an 
application form; 

(3) the closing date for applications to be received be set as Friday 27th February 2026 
and, 

(4) any application forms duly received, be reported to the Council at its meeting to be 
held on 9th March 2026 and for the co-option process to also be carried out at that 
meeting. 

6. Minutes 

The Clerk reported that Cllr Sewell had sent his apologies for the meeting of the 
Parish Council held on 8th December 2025, due to family commitments, but that this 
had not been recorded in the minutes. 

Members agreed that Cllr Sewell’s apologies be accepted and approved. 

 RESOLVED:  That,  

the minutes of the meeting of Hartley Parish Council held on 8th December 2025, 
including the addition of the acceptance of Cllr Sewell’s apologies, due to family 
commitments, be approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.  

The meeting was adjourned at 7.35 p.m. to receive reports from the District Councillor.   

The meeting resumed at 7.35 p.m.  

7. Amenities & Open Spaces Committee 

RESOLVED:  That, 
 the minutes of the meeting of the Amenities & Open Spaces Committee held on 17th 
December 2025 and the recommendations  contained therein, be received and, 
where necessary, approved and  adopted 
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8. Finance & General Purposes Committee 

The Clerk commented on the recommendation contained in the minutes of the 
Finance & General Purposes Committee meeting held on 17th December 2025, 
Minute item 5, Parish Office, 

The recommendation states that budgetary provision for the cost of the first year’s 
subscription to Worknest should be met from the Parish Council’s general reserves 
and that budgetary provision be made for payment of the subsequent years’ support 
agreement. 

The Clerk reported that the budget submitted for approval by the Council contained 
budgetary provision for the support agreement, contrary to the recommendation. 

Members agreed that the cost of the support agreement for 2026/27, be met from the 
general reserves and removed from the 2026/27 budget. 

 RESOLVED:  That, 

 the minutes of the meeting of the Finance & General Purposes Committee held on 
17th December 2025 and the recommendations  contained therein, including the 
above amendment,  be received and, where necessary, approved and adopted.  

9. Planning Committee 

RESOLVED:  That, 

  the minutes of the meetings of the Planning Committee held on 
  17th December 2025 and 7th January 2026 and the 
recommendations  contained therein, be received and, where  
 necessary, approved and  adopted.  

10.  Neighbourhood Plan 

Members considered an email dated 21st December 2025, received from the 
Chairman of the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group.  

Members noted that the Steering Group has completed the draft Neighbourhood Plan 
and that the next stage in the process is to seek the Parish Council’s formal approval, 
following which, a final public consultation will take place. 

The Steering Group has requested that the Parish Council gives this matter its 
consideration, particularly with regard to how it wishes to proceed with reviewing the 
document.  

RESOLVED:  That, delegated authority be given to the Parish Council’s 
Planning Committee, to review the draft Neighbourhood Plan and make 
recommendation to the Council. 

11. Combined Members’ Grant 
In light of the recommendations contained in the minutes of the Amenities & Open 
Spaces Committee and the Finance & General Purposes Committee meetings held on 
17th December 2025, Members had been requested to consider which projects should 
be submitted for Combined Members’ Grant funding. 

Members were reminded that originally, the creation of an orchard at Billings Hill Shaw 
had been considered, but due to the fact that specialist advise would be required and 
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that planting would not be able to take place until the Autumn, any works/purchase of 
trees, would not be carried out until after the end of the 2025/26 financial year. 

Members considered the recommendations put forward by the Amenities & Open 
Spaces Committee and the Finance & General Purposes Committee, for the purchase 
of a new line marking machine and new chairs for the Pavilion. 

 RESOLVED:  That, 

 (1) an application be submitted for Combined Members’ Grant Funding for the 
purchase of a Kombi Classic line marking machine and 25 no Hille E Series chairs 
and; 

 (2) any additional funding required, over and above the grant sum available, be met 
from the Parish Council’s general reserves. 

12. Parish Office – Lease 

The Clerk reported that an email had been received from the Assistant Surveyor at 
Kent County Council, requesting a site visit. 

 RESOLVED:  That, 

 the Clerk’s report be noted. 

13. Interim Half Year Audit 2025/26 

Members noted that the Internal Auditor’s interim half year audit report for 2025/26 
had been examined by the Finance & General Purposes Committee at its meeting 
held on 17th December 2025 

Members noted that there had been three items highlighted in thereport by the Internal 
Auditor. 

1. The Internal Auditor reminds the council that it is required to also post any 
supporting documentation with the agendas on its website, as outlined by the 
Information Commissioner’s Office 

Members noted that this issue had been highlighted in the interim report for 2023/24 
and 2024/25 and that the Council had agreed that should any member of the public 
require the supporting documentation, it could be obtained upon request and that no 
further action was required, due to the additional work required to comply with website 
accessibility regulations. 

2. The Internal Auditor was able to confirm that the bank reconciliations had been 
verified, although for the most recent versions, the councillor signature on the 
bank statement is missing and this must be included in future to ensure that the 
council is completing the verification process in accordance with its adopted 
Financial Regulations. 
 
Members noted that the issue had arisen, due to the fact that the  
Councillor in question was a new signatory and had not been aware of 
this requirement. 

3. The council holds two accounts with Barclays and one each with Nationwide 
and Unity Trust. At the date of the interim audit, the balances held with Barclays 
and Nationwide exceed the £85,000 protection limit offered by the Financial 
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Services Compensation Scheme (FSCS) and the council should consider 
transferring funds to maximise the protection available to it. 

4.  Members noted that the protection limit offered by the Financial Services 
Compensation Scheme (FSCS), had recently be increased to £120,000. 

5.  The Clerk reported that the Council was in the process of enquiring about the 
opening of an additional savings account with Lloyds. 

 RESOLVED:  That,  

(1) the Interim Internal Audit Report for the year ended 31st March 2026, be 
received and noted; 
(2) point 1, carried forward in the report by the Internal Auditor, as detailed 
above, be noted, with no further action to be taken, other than that it be made 
clear on the website, that anyone requiring a copy of full agendas, should contact 
the Clerk at the Parish Office; 
(3) point 2 be noted and councillors verifying the monthly bank reconciliations, be 
reminded to sign the bank statement; 

  (4) arrangements for the opening of an additional savings account with Lloyds 
 Bank, be pursued and; 

  (5) in the meantime, arrangements be made for the Nationwide and Unity Bank 
accounts to be topped up to £120,000, to take full advantage of the FSCS.  

14. Budget 2026 - 27 

The Council considered the draft budget for 2026 – 27, including the Northfield 
Management Committee budget, as recommended by the Finance & General 
Purposes Committee at its meeting held on 17th December 2025 and the Northfield 
Management Committee at its meeting held on 1st October 2025.  

It was noted that the Band D equivalent for 2025/26 was £85.40 with a Tax Base of 
2,586.69. 

Cllr Ramsay reported that in order for the budget to balance, based on the 2026/27 
Tax Base, the Band D equivalent would need to be increased from £85.40 to £87.81. 
RESOLVED:  That, 

 the Budget for 2026/27, including the budget for the Northfield Management 
Committee, as set out in Appendix 1 to these minutes, be approved and adopted. 

15. Precept 2026/27 

 (a) Members considered a letter dated 13th December 2025, received from the 
 Chief Finance Officer at Sevenoaks District Council. 

 Members noted that the tax base for 2026/27, has been estimated to be 2,580.73 The 
tax base for 2025/26 was 2,600.70. 

 RESOLVED:   That,  

the letter dated 13th December 2025, received  from the Chief Finance Officer 
at Sevenoaks District Council, advising of the estimated tax base  for Hartley for 
2026/27, be  received and noted.  
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(b) Members considered the precept for 2026/27 and noted that the information 
relating to the Council’s Precept request for 2026/27 had to be returned to Sevenoaks 
District Council by the end of January 2026. 

Members noted that the precept will be paid as follows: 50% on 30th April 2026 and 
50% on 30th September 2026. 

 RESOLVED:   That, 

 Sevenoaks District Council be advised that Hartley Parish Council wishes to increase 
the Precept from £222,096 to £226,607,  based on a tax base of 2,580.73 for 2026/27, 
which will result in an increase in the Band D charge for 2026/27 from £85.40 to 
£87.81, (an increase of 2.82%). 

Members noted that under amended regulations, any Town or Parish with a precept 
over £140,000, is required to provide a breakdown of its precept over the following 
services: 

Highways 

Planning & Economic Development 

Recreation & Tourism 

Other Services
